Texas Instruments Technology
We will have a total of 5 different sessions sponsored by Texas Instruments.  Each session will be 6 hours in length and accommodate a total of 60 participants. Session #1 – “Calculator Activities to Support Instruction in Special Education”
This session is designed to provide math activities, hands-on training, and instruction for educators working with Special Education students.  Lessons and activities will feature the TI-84 Plus™ graphing calculator and the TI-Nspire™ handheld.  Attendees will receive a binder of resources as well as a thumb drive with electronic copies of all materials. Participants will also receive an overview of information on other resources available at various Texas Instruments websites including TAKS practice lessons and assessment items.
Session #2 – “Elementary Math Activities Using the TI-10 and the TI-15 Explorer™”

This session will provide math activities for elementary educators in Grades K-5 using the TI-10 and TI-15 calculators.  Hands-on lessons and activities will feature the place value and problem solving functionality of the calculators as well as the use of manipulatives to develop a variety of concepts.  Topics will include Fact Families, Measurement, Number Sense, and much more.  Attendees will receive a binder of all materials as well as a thumb drive with electronic copies of the activities.  Participants will also receive an overview of additional elementary resources at the Texas Instruments website including tutorials and additional lessons available in the TI Explorations™ Series Books.
Session #3 – “Activities with the TI-73 Explorer™ Graphing Calculator”

This strand will provide hands-on training, information, and activities with the TI-73 Explorer.  Topics include fractions, conversions, graphing, and constructing statistical plots such as bar graphs, pictograms, circle graphs, scatter plots, and line graphs.  Attendees will also receive information on the various Application (APPS) programs that are available including Probability Simulations, Area Formulas, and Rational Number Rampage.  The TI-Navigator™ classroom learning system, TI’s middle grades website (www.timiddlegrades.com), and the TI-73 SmartView™ emulator software will also be previewed.  Calculators will be provided from the TI Workshop Loan Program or feel free to bring your own – you might want to upgrade your operating system or copy some of the APPS that will be featured.
Session #4 – “Activities with the TI-84 Plus™ Graphing Calculator”

This session will provide hands-on training, information, and activities with the TI-84 Plus and the new OS featuring Math Print™.  A variety of content activities will be provided featuring Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II, and more.  Attendees will also receive information on the various Application (APPS) programs that are available including Topics in Algebra I, Cabri™ Jr., and Study Cards™.  The TI-Navigator™ classroom learning system, TI’s mathematics website (www.timath.com) and the TI-84 Plus SmartView™ emulator software will also be previewed.  Calculators will be provided from the TI Workshop Loan Program or feel free to bring your own – you might want to upgrade your operating system or copy some of the APPS that will be featured.
 Strand #5 – “Activities with the TI-Nspire™ Handheld”

This strand will provide hands-on training, information, and activities with the TI-Nspire handheld – TI’s first graphing calculator that acts more like a computer.  Multiple representations let you manipulate and view up to four representations of a math problem at once and the Grab and Move features give you the ability to navigate seamlessly between lines, parabolas, and more.  When you snap on the TI-84 Plus™ Keypad, you get all the features of the TI-84 Plus.  The TI-Nspire Navigator™ classroom learning system, TI’s Math Nspired Lesson Resource Center for Educators (www.ti-mathnspired.com), and the TI-Nspire Teacher software will also be previewed.  Handhelds provided by the TI Workshop Loan Program will be available for use during the session.
